Year 1 — Creating media — Digital painting

Unit introduction

Learners will develop their understanding of a range of tools used for digital painting. They then use these tools to create their own digital
paintings, while gaining inspiration from a range of artists’ work. The unit concludes with learners considering their preferences when painting
with and without the use of digital devices.

e Session 6: The following painting tools in the digital painting program: paintbrush, pencil, fill tool, eraser, undo, shape tool, and brush
styles if available
